Rates and revenue
2023/24

The majority of the City’s operational funding is sourced
from government grants, the private sector, fees and
charges, and returns on investments to reduce reliance
on rates to provide infrastructure, facilities and services.

Despite the increasing costs to provide projects and
services, the City has been able to deliver a balanced
budget with a residential rate increase of 3.5 percent.

This year, rates comprise 36 per
cent of the Council’s total funding.
Our budgeted revenue for
2023/24 is $139.1 million, which
comes from several sources. see Figure 1
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For every $100 of expenditure, this is
what the City of Karratha delivers. see Figure 2
